School is in session from 9:15-3:45. Your child may be dropped off at school as early as 8:45.  If your child is late for school, please come in to sign-in with him/her in the front office.

If there is a change in your child’s transportation home from school, please notify your child’s teacher via email, phone, or in writing.  We cannot allow your child to take an alternate ride without a note sent in your child’s folder, an email from a guardian, or a phone call to the school office.
School breakfast is served starting at 8:45 in the cafeteria.  The cost of breakfast is $1.25.  A good breakfast, whether at home or school, is imperative to a happy and productive day!  
Lunch will be served in the cafeteria daily for our class from 12:10-12:40.  The cost of lunch is $2.55.  Lunches may also be brought from home. Lunch menus and links to online accounts are available on our classroom website (www.msglembockisclass.weebly.com) Make any checks for lunch payable to York Elementary School.  If you send in cash for lunch, please put it in an envelope or plastic bag and LABEL it!
Money: Send all money in your child’s daily communication folder.  I do not advise that you let your child bring money in his/her pockets or loose in his/her backpack. It can easily be lost. Money should be labeled to avoid confusion (lunch, field trip, book fair, etc.)
Supplies: The supply list is on the school’s website, as well as my classroom website. These supplies are meant to stay at school.  Most supplies like glue, pencils, erasers, etc. will be compiled together for whole class use, therefore, please do not write your child’s name on them.  
Each day your child will bring home his/her Daily Folder. Any special notes will be inside this folder and you will be able to check your child’s daily Communication Log for important information, including behavior notes. Please look at the folder each night and initial the day’s place on the calendar. 

Homework: Nightly reading (together or independent), weekly ‘sight word’ activities & math worksheets will come home in your child’s Daily Folder.  These activities are purposeful and will help your student succeed in kindergarten! Please make every effort to complete and return them regularly.
Communication: Please send any communication to us in your child’s folder or via email.  We will not check your child’s book bag for money or notes.  

E-mail is the easiest way for me to communicate with parents.  I check it throughout the day.  Please feel free to send any questions and concerns through e-mail: aglembocki2@wcpss.net  . 
Conferences: I’ll send home a sign-up sheet for Parent-Teacher conferences twice a year.  The purpose of these conferences is to discuss your child’s strengths and weaknesses and to give you suggestions to help your child develop further. Other conferences may be scheduled upon request. If you need to speak to the teacher, please call the office (919.881.4960) or send me an email. 

Field Trips: We take several field trips during the school year.  We must have written permission for your child to participate in these trips. Chaperones are needed for our off-campus field trips and we would love to have you!  We will follow Wake County Public School District policies for chaperones and will communicate any updates before our first trip.  You have to register every year to be a chaperone/volunteer on a Wake County Public School System computer.  
Snack: Please send your child with a healthy snack every day.  Our snack time is in the morning and during our instructional block, so please do not send candy or soda. Students are allowed to keep a water bottle in their cubbies, but we also have a water fountain available.  If a student is unable to bring their own snack, or forgets his/her snack, we will keep extra snacks in the classroom. The donated snacks DO run out, so if your child eats the classroom snack please consider donating at some point during the school year! 
Birthdays: Birthdays are special! You may send a store bought treat that will be eaten during lunch time.  We are not allowed to pass out party invitations at school unless everyone is invited. We don’t want any hurt feelings!

Homework: Kindergarten students will bring home a nightly reading log, weekly ‘sight word’ activity suggestions, and math worksheets to complete for homework.  Please understand that this work is purposeful! If your child needs differentiated homework, we will provide that as well. 
Clothing: PLEASE pack an extra set of clothes in a Ziploc bag to keep in the classroom since accidents do happen.  Please see the Parent/Student Handbook for the dress code. Please dress your child in comfortable clothes that they can handle by themselves! We will go out to play each day, weather permitting.  Here are a few recommendations, based on my teaching experience:

1) Work with your child on shoe tying – it is not something that we teach in school, and it is a big ‘confidence booster’ for students if they can do this independently!
2) Belts can be difficult when a student needs to use the restroom in a hurry.  If your child needs to wear a belt, be sure to practice fastening and unfastening it at home.
3) If your child wears a skirt or dress, consider putting ‘bloomers’ or shorts underneath it! We spend a great deal of time sitting on the floor. 
Sweaters/Sweatshirts: Please send a sweater or sweatshirt for your child in his/her book bag.  Our class can get chilly at times, especially during the warm months as the air conditioning is set at a low temperature control.  Unfortunately these controls are set by the county and I cannot change them.  It is very important to me that your child is physically comfortable so that he/she can focus on learning. 

Medication can only be administered in the office and must be accompanied by a doctor’s note.  (This includes over-the-counter medications such as cough drops, etc.)

Miscellaneous: There will be numerous occasions that require you to send items to school: field trip money, permission slips, book order money, lunch money, etc. It is crucial for you to put anything from your child in an envelope or bag with his/her name on it. Indicate what the money or item is for on the envelope. 
Behavior Management in Our Classroom

I believe that all children are capable of behaving well in the classroom.

That being said, it is important that our class spend time at the beginning of the year creating a list of ‘classroom rules’ that we agree on and pledge to follow every day.  We will review these rules daily!  A positive classroom environment is my top priority, and it will ultimately enable students to get the most out of their learning. 
Our grade level has researched and believe in ‘Logical Consequences’.  I will spend more time discussing this with you at Open House, but it essentially means that if a student’s behavior requires a consequence, the consequence should logically ‘fit the crime’.  For example, being unkind to another classmate should not result in silent lunch. Rather, the consequence should be to deliver a verbal or written apology to that classmate.  If your student’s behavior requires a consequence, you will receive a note or email to let you know about it. 

In addition, the students will show a color representing their day on a Communication Log.  At the end of the day the students’ behavior will be represented from one of three colors:

Blue – The teacher recognized me as having a SUPER day.  I met all of our class expectations without needing any reminders.  I got to take a trip to the prize box!
Green – I was right on track and did what I was told.  I may have needed 1-2 reminders, but I listened and adjusted my behavior accordingly.  

Yellow – I had many reminders about behavior.  I struggled to “fix it” when the teacher gave me reminders, and received a logical consequence.

Please do not tell your child that coming home on green is bad or disappointing. This is meant to be the “norm” for student behavior (needing a reminder or two).  Blues will be awarded when deserved, and may not be a daily thing.  
Being a “PBIS” school, it is important to me that students who make good choices & demonstrate positive behavior are recognized.  Therefore in addition to our sticker boards, there will be other things in place both in our school & in our classroom to reward students who are doing the right thing.

This includes:

· Earning “Bravo Bones” as a class in specials

- Recognizing a “Star of the Week” in our class

· Being designated the “Y.O.R.K. student” in specials

· Receiving “Dog Tag” awards quarterly

· Positive notes/phone calls home to parents
Logical Consequences

As a kindergarten team, we use “logical consequences”.  We believe that all students are capable of behaving well at school.  If a student does not make a good choice, we assign him/her a logical consequence to help teach the correct behavior.  Below there are examples of logical consequences.  The teacher may decide to assign one or more of the possible consequences.

	Behavior
	Consequence

	Running/talking in the hallway
	-go back and try again

-practice walking quietly at recess for 3 minutes

-complete a “think sheet”

	Being disruptive during a lesson
	-sit separate from group until body is calm

-write a letter of apology to the class

-complete a “think sheet”

	Playing/making a mess in the bathroom
	-clean up mess

-write a letter of apology to the custodian if needed

-complete a “think sheet”

	Too loud/disruptive at lunch
	-sit separate from the group

-complete a “think sheet”

	Poor behavior at specials
	-write a letter of apology to the teacher during snack/recess

	Work refusal
	-finish at recess or at home

	Not being a kind friend
	-write a letter of apology

-independent recess

	Not being safe with an item

(ex- chair, scissors, etc)
	-lose privilege of that item for a period of time
